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M ANUFACTURING GROWTH PERSISTS
IN SPITE OF HOUSING CRISIS

ORANGE, CA — The purchasing managers in California regbrthat growth in the
manufacturing sector persisted in the third quaste&2007 in spite of difficulties in the housing
market. The Composite Index decreased from 58tdarsecond quarter of 2007 to 56.8 in the
third quarter. The decrease in the Composite Insleiie to lower growth rates in the durable
goods industries other than high-tech and in the-dwrable goods industries. Although the
production index decreased from 61.2 to 58.6 it isiilicates an increase in production. The
index for new orders decreased from 61.6 to 5&ating growth in new orders albeit at a
lower rate. The survey also indicated that therenbderation in commodity prices as the
commodity price index decreased from 77.2 to 69.Bhe national manufacturing index
decreased from 55.2 to 52.9.

Performance by industry group

Unlike the second quarter of 2007, the two manufang industry groups, durable goods other
than high-tech and non-durable goods, grew atmesloate compared to the high-tech industry
group. The indices for these two industries stab85.8 and 56.3 respectively. Production and
new orders increased for these industries in tberskquarter of 2007. The commodity price
index in the non-durable goods industries incredsmu 78.4 to 81.0 indicating that prices in
these industries increased at a much higher rate tthe rest of the manufacturing industries.
The high-tech industry group grew faster in thedtjuarter compared to the second quarter of
2007, with the production index recovering stronfgbym 51.7 to 64.2.

Growth rate of the underlying variables

Production, new orders and inventories of purchasatkrials were reported to have increased at
a slower rate in the third quarter of 2007 compdcethe second quarter. The commodity price
index decreased from 77.2 to 69.6. The supplibvetées index increased minimally from 54.0
to 54.9 indicating that supplier deliveries wereadba slower than they were in the second
quarter. The employment index remained virtualighanged at 54.0. In their comments the
purchasing managers have written about exports thraiive higher cost of doing business in
California and its effect on relocating to otheates or to foreign countries.

Production was reported to have increased modtlsaipi the following industries: Food,;
Paper; Wood Products; Fabricated Metal Productsgchiary; Electrical Equipment,
Appliance & Components; Miscellaneous; Computer &ecEonic Products; and
Aerospace Products & Parts. No industry reportddaease in production.

New orders were reported to have increased mogdlyam the following industries:

Food; Printing & Related Support Activities; WoorbBucts; Primary Metals; Fabricated
Metal Products; Electrical Equipment, Appliance &rponents; Furniture & Related
Products; Computer & Electronic Products; and Agace Products & Parts. The
Machinery industry reported lower new orders.
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Employment was reported to have increased mostllyap the following industries:
Food; Primary Metals; Fabricated Metal ProductecElcal Equipment, Appliance &
Components; Furniture & Related Products; Misceltars; and Aerospace Products &
Parts. The Computer & Electronic Products industported lower employment.
Commodity prices were reported to have increasedt nnapidly in the following
industries: Food; Apparel; Paper; Plastics & RubBeoducts; Nonmetallic Mineral
Products; Primary Metals; Fabricated Metal Produdiachinery; Electrical Equipment,
Appliance & Components; Furniture & Related ProducComputer & Electronic
Products; and Aerospace Products & Parts. No tndusported lower commodity
prices.

Performance of the national manufacturing sector

Nationally, the Purchasing Managers Index, pubtishg the Institute for Supply Management,
decreased from an average of 55.2 in the secondequa 2007 to 52.9 in the third quarter,
indicating that the manufacturing economy grew skoaver rate in the third quarter of the year.
The production index decreased from 62.9 in the tmaf June to 53.3 in the month of
September indicating that production grew at a slorate in the month of September. Similar
to production, the rate of growth in new ordersrdased every month since June. The
employment index showed very little change over ldw few months standing at 51.7 in
September. The commodity price index decreasad $8.0 in August to 59.0 in September
indicating that commodity prices continued to irage in the month of June but at a slower rate.
The supplier deliveries index increased from 48.dune to 51.9 in September indicating that
supplier deliveries were barely slower towardsehd of the third quarter. The performance of
the national manufacturing sector was below th&alffornia in the third quarter of 2007.

Background and methodology

The Institute for Supply Management conducts a hignnhational survey of purchasing
managers and publishes the survey results ifRé@gort on Business Such a survey is not
available for the state of California. Given theesof our state, and the major role its
manufacturing sector plays in the national econdimg,A. Gary Anderson Center for Economic
Research at Chapman University launched a quadarkey of California purchasing managers
starting in the third quarter of 2002. The surttagks changes in production, employment, new
orders, inventories of purchased materials, comipqgutices and supplier deliveries. Except for
commodity prices, a seasonally adjusted index mspeded for each variable.

In order to have one single indicator for the perfance of the state manufacturing sector, the
Anderson Center has developed a Composite Indéxstlraweighted average of the underlying
indices. A value of 50 for the Composite Index sh@wgeneral expansion of the manufacturing
economy of the state and a value below 50 showscting. The industries are classified
according to the North American Industry Classiima System (NAICS).

The high-tech index increasedHerfirst
time in a year from 55.1 in the second quarter @72to 58.6 in the third quarter, indicating thia¢ thigh-tech
industries grew at a faster rate in the third geraof this year. The growth rate in these indastias reported to be
higher than the other two manufacturing industrgugs in the state. Production increased subsligntigh an
index equal to 64.2, and new orders also increagtbdan index equal to 62.5. The commodity pricgeix dropped
sharply from 82.6 to 62.0 indicating that commodityces increased at a much slower rate in thel thirarter
compared to the second quarter of 2007.
