Catalog Description:

Prerequisite, none.  An introductory course in playing the guitar.  The emphasis will include basic sitting position and technique, music notation, first year repertoire and pedagogy of guitar.  (Offered every semester.) 1 credit.

Essential Equipment and Facilities:

Guitar, footstool, music stand, guitar tuner.
Course Goals, Objectives and Content:

To develop a basic proficiency in music reading, technique, chord playing, strumming, and introductory popular music and classical guitar repertoire.
Current Required Texts:
Cogan, Jeff Guitar Method, 3rd edition, Orange: Classic Press, 2000.  135 pp.

Instructional Strategies:

This course is built around lecture demonstrations showing the various techniques  that are necessary to learn beginning techniques on the guitar.  The course prepares students for advancement in the areas of music reading and performance of easy and moderate repertoire through the use of the text which includes compact discs that are geared towards self guided instruction.

Methods of Evaluation

Students are evaluated on weekly participation, performance, and achievement, as well as 5 quizzes, a mid-term and a final examination.  Regular attendance is considered important.
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
