Prerequisites, none.  An introduction to and overview of the phenomena of child abuse as it relates to the helping professional.  This class will examine the definition and cause of child abuse from a sociological, cultural and psychological perspective.  The legal and child welfare systems will be studied in addition to treatment and prevention aspects of the child abuse issue.  3 credits.
